The Japanese Cancer Association (JCA) has newly established the Academic Strategy
Committee to promote the Association’s academic activities and encourage more active
participation by its members.

The Committee will focus on three main pillars: (1) standardizing the organization and
operation of the JCA Annual Meeting, (2) supporting the further development of Cancer
Science, the official journal of JCA, and (3) strengthening collaboration with the American
Association for Cancer Research (AACR).

Regarding the Annual Meeting, the Committee will work to streamline operations and
promote a more inclusive framework that encourages participation and involvement in JCA
activities by members from diverse backgrounds, including those from regional institutions,
young investigators, women researchers, and scientists from clinical, pharmaceutical, and
interdisciplinary fields, to create attractive and engaging content.

In addition, the Committee will collaborate closely with the Cancer Science Editorial Board to
reinforce the editorial structure, refine incentive systems, and enhance the academic
presence of both the journal and the Association.

Furthermore, through joint activities with the AACR, such as the JCA-AACR Joint
Conferences, the Committee will propose new academic initiatives based on the latest
research trends, thereby strengthening JCA’s international visibility and impact.

Through these efforts, the JCA aims to become an even more open and engaging academic
community for cancer researchers in Japan and around the world.
